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IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

WARNING

To reduce the risk of fire, electric shock, or injury:

Do not use outdoors or on wet surfaces.

e User must read instruction manual.

e Risk of Injury. Brush May Start Unexpectedly.Disconnect the main Brush Before Cleaning or Servicing.

* Do not allow to be used as a toy. Close attention is necessary when used by or near children, pets or plants.

e Use only as described in this manual. Use only manufacturer's recommended attachments.

Holiday Energy Saving Function

When the robot is docked, press and hold “Dock” for 10 seconds or until you hear an alert sound. This will activate Holiday mode.

In this mode the robot will switch to Low Power mode to minimize power consumption. This includes a dimming of the LED indicator, and the
stopping of all non-charging related functions including cleaning, remote control over WiFi, and more.

To deactivate Holiday mode, press and hold “Dock” for 10 seconds until the LED indicator brightens.
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
